Prepare Sustainable Resources Toolkits 

 Research local vendors, services and other opportunities to access eco-effective 

products and sustainable solutions.  

 Research and identify any potential incentives from utilities as well as city, state 

and federal programs. 

  Compile the research results and known sustainable best practices into a toolkit 

that can be distributed for use at all Greek houses on campus. 

 
Conduct Sustainability Assessments 

 Conduct a sustainability assessment of current conditions in each fraternity or 

sorority location to gain an in-depth understanding of building systems, 

equipment, operations, and products used. An outline of topics addressed in the 

proprietary sustainability assessment is attached separately.  

 Prepare and submit the final report for each Greek house that includes current 

conditions and opportunities for implementing sustainable changes, highlighting 

estimates of improvement costs, potential savings and reduced environmental 

impact. 

 

Facilitate Workshops and Create Custom Sustainable  Path Workplans 

 Each fraternity and sorority shall participate in a half-day facilitated discussion to 

evaluate their options, priorities, and desired outcomes.
